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1. In the “Social and Economic Conditions,” “Indian Trust Assets,” and “Cultural 
Resources” sections, the EIS examined current conditions and projected impacts of the 
alternatives on the Tribes.  Reclamation’s purpose, as stated on p. 2 of the EIS, is to 
analyze the impacts of renewing a long-term water service contract.

2.  This matter is beyond the scope of the EIS.

3. The EIS concluded that the Angostura Unit is not causing significant adverse effects to 
water quality or to fisheries in the Cheyenne River.

4. General discussion of riparian vegetation is found in the “Stream Corridor” sections of 
the  EIS.  The OST focused on three culturally important plants discussed in the EIS on 
pp. 98-99 and p. 157.

5. Pages 9-10 and 97-100 of the EIS discuss the Ft. Laramie Treaty and its effects on 
the Tribes.

6. The Reestablishment of Natural Flows Below the Dam Alternative was developed in 
consultation with the OST.
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
