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2. Recturn flows from resource development should be properly mane
aged optimum use of that resource.

3. Water rights should be applied for under State procedures as a
matter of comity and cooperation with the affected States pursuant
to section 8 of the 1902 Reclamation Act.

4. All wviable alternatives should be considered before making a
specific allocation of the water resourcas.

5. Interested State, local, and other Federal agencies are to be

fully informed of proposed resource development programs and the
various alternatives considered before making the resource allocations.
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
