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“All employees are asked to clean
up around their individual homes;
all old rags, papers, trash, refuse
wood, may be pldaced in garbage
cans and hauled away in the usual
course. Fuel wood and lumber
should be piled at least 25 feet
away from houses.” This is the
sum and substance of an open let-
‘tur to all Six Companies Inc. em-
ployes, by Frank T. Crowe, gen-
eral superintendent of construction
of the Boulder canyon project.
