"EXCAVATION FOR the dam

structure will begin next Septem-
ber, and will take six months to
finish. One million and a half ¢u=
bic yards of muck will ‘be taken
out before the foundation rock for
the dam is reached.

The concreting. of the dam will
take approximately eight months
to finish, and pouring will start
|in March, 1936. A cableway will
be taken from ‘the Boulder Can-
| yon - project, in all probability, to
aid in pouring operations. Two
"hundred and sixty thousand cubic
yards of ‘concrete will go. into the
dam. ;
Approximately - 45,000  cubic
vards of concrete will be poured
on the project other than in the
dam structure in gatehouses, piers,
and trash racks. Five “Stoney‘
gates, 50 feet by 50 feet in size,
similar to those used on the Boul-
der - Canyon project, ‘will also be
built of conecrete.

WORKMEN ON the project, ac-
cording to government regulations, |
~will be hired from the states of
Arizona and - California, only,
| through the government employ-
ment office. The project comes1
under the PWA, and a 40- hour
week will be observed.
i It is estimated by officials that
ithe peak of employment, around
400 men, will be reached during
the excavation period next fall.
The job will take at least three
years, it is said. The contract
with the government grants a 3%
year construction period.
