Armstrong said that the orig-
Inal railroad yards, designed to
accommodate 400 cars at Boulder
City, will be enlarged. Two tracks
will be added,
HliXDREDS ARRIVE

Meanwhile, hundreds of Ietters
pour, in from persons who want
employment on the big construc-
tion job, The letters are so nu-

[ruerous that many go unread.
Hundreds of tents dot the desert
around' Las Vegas, sheltering fam-
ilies hoping for work, Crowe said
he saw .scores of men on the high-
way, walking toward Las Vegas,
He issued a warning that there
are not enough jobs for all.

"Our first big job is the con-
struction of a railroad down the
canyon for connecting the govern-
ment railroad. with the dam site,"
Crowe said. "This road will ban-
dIe all the equipment going into
the canyon and all the waste ma-
terials coming out. It will be
carved out of rook walls arrd will
be tunnel most of the way. it will
probably be double tracked be-
cause while we ate pouring ce-
ment it will carry more traffic
than the main line of the South-
ern Pacific out of San Francisco,

"It is necessary that we start
preparatory work right away be-
cause we must have a place to
house and feed the men who' work
on the dam. Establishment of a
cam p and permanent construction

Iheadquarters at the dam is to be-
gin at once,"
