However, in addition to this, it
is quite possible another motive'
existed in the mind of the presi-
dent and his advisers.

The president commands a
tremendous "focusing" power,
vested in perhaps no other man
in the nation in similar measure.
Wherever he goes, there follow
the eyes of the nation.

For Hoover to have focused
the eyes of the people of the
United States on this project At
this particular time by a personal
visit perhaps will have a whole-
some effect in such parts of the
country as might yet have some
slight opposition to rapid push-
ing of the financing of Hoover
dam.

Then too, the visit served to
link the name of the president
more indelibly with the intended
structure, in the public mind.
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
