The Arizona Water Banking Authority (AWBA) is in receipt of a letter from the Southern
Nevada Water Authority (SNWA) dated September 7, 2004 requesting that the AWBA accept
for storage 10,000 acre feet of Nevada's unused apportionment in calendar year 2004. On
September 15, 2004, the AWBA'’s 2004 Annual Plan of Operation was amended to
accommodate the interstate storage. Therefore, pursuant to provisions in Section 2 of the
Storage and Interstate Release Agreement, the AWBA believes that this water can be stored
within the state of Arizona if the Secretary releases it under Article 11(B)(6) of the Decree. To
that end, this letter is written to request that the water be released for diversion through the
Central Arizona Project for subsequent storage in Arizona on behalf of the SNWA.
