1213.01-Duty of Owner, Lessee, Occupant of Property; County Rights ARLS.11-268,

A Ths section of the Ordinance establishes the duty of all owners, lessees or ocoupants of
buildings, grounds or lots located in the unincorporated areas of Yuma County 1o remove
rubbish, trash, weeds, filth, debsis, or dilapidated buildings which constituie a hazard o
public health or a hazard to public safety from any and all buildings, grounds, lots,
contiguous sidewalks, streets or alleys.

B, This section of the Ordinance provides that il any person with an interest in the property,
including an owner, lien holder, lessee or occupant of the buildings, prounds or lots, after
notice s provided herein, does not remove the rubbish, trash, wesds, filth, debris or
dilapidated buildings and abate the condition which constitutes a hazssd to public health
and safety, the county may; at the expense of the owner, lessee or occupant, remove,
abate, enjoin or cause the removal of the rubbish, trash, weeds, filth, debris or dilapidated
buildings.

C.  Thissection of the Ordinancs establishes the fight of the County to assesa upon property
the County's costs, inchuding incidental and any associated legal costs, of the removal,
abatement or injunction of rabbish, trash, weeds, filth, debris or dilapidated buildings
from any lot or tract of land located in the unincorporated areas of the County.

121302 -Vielation; Penalties

Any person, firm or corporation that places any rubbish, trash, filth or debris wpon any
private or public property located in the unincorporated arcas of Yuma County not owned or
under the control of the person, firm, or corporation is guilty of a class | misdemeanor and,
in addition to any fine which may be imposed for a violation of any provision of this section,
any person, firm, or corporation in violation of this section is lizkle for all costs which may
be assessed pursusnt to this section of the Ordinance for the removal of rubbish, trash, filth,
or debris.

1213.03 = Couniy Removal of Hazard

A If any person with an interest in the subject property, including an owner, lien holder,
lesses or occupand of the buildings, grounds or lots, after notice as required by Section,
1213.04 {C), does not remove the rubbish, trash, weeds, filth, debris or dilapidated
buildings and abate the condition which constitates a hazard to public health and safety,
the county may, af the exgpenss of the owner, lessee or occupant, remove, shate, enjoin or
cause the removal of the rubbish, trash, wesds, flth, debris or dilapidated buildings,

B, As used in this section occupant does mot incleds any corporation or asseciation
operating of maintaining rights-of-way for and on behalf of the United States
government, sither under contract or under federal law.

C. Before the remaval of & dilapidated bunlding the Board of Supervisors shall consult with
the State Historic Preservation Officer lo delermine if the building is of hstorical valys.

D. If the County removes & dilapidated building pursuant to this ssetion of the Ordinance,
the County Asscssor shall adjust the valuation of the property on the property assessment
tax rolls from the date of removal.

H. As ueed in this section, "dilapidsted building® means any real property strecture that is in
such disrepair or is damaged to the extent that its strength or stability is substantially less
than & mew building or it is Ekely to bum or collapas and its condition endangers the life,
health, safety or property of the public,

1213.04 - County Abatement Procedure
A.  Complaint and Property Inspection;

The Zoning Inspector shall review all alleged violations of this seetion of the Ordinance,
Upon receiving a repart or upon the Zoning Inspector’s own discovery of a violation of
any provision of this section of the Ordinance, the inspector shall inspect the site of the
alleged violation. Ifa violation of this section is discovered a notice of abatement will ba
is=med.

If the Zoning Inspector determings these ia & vielation of this section of the Ordinance,
written notice shall be made io the owner, any lien holder, occupant or lessse not less
thean thirty days before the date set for compliance.

B. Content of Notipe: The notice shall contain a minimum of the following:

1. The telephome number and address of the Department of Development Services:

2. The mailing address and assessor's parced number of the property;

3. A bnef description of the hazardows conditions which constitutes a vielation of this

gection of the Ordinance and the actions necessary o correct the hazardouws

A demand for the removal of the hazardous condition;

An estimate of the cost of County rémoval of the hazardons condition;

A date for compliance,

Reference to this section of the Ordinance and A.R.S. §11-268;

A Statement mforming the violator of the aght 1o appeal the notice of violation and

amy subssquent assessment o the Board of Supervisors;

9. A brief statement in the Spanish language approximately as follows: “This is an
important potice, Your rights concerning the property located at {property address)
may be effected. Please immediately contact (Zoning Inspector) at the Yuma County
Department of Development Services, (telephone number)
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The Zoning Inspector shall either persanally serve or mail by certified mail the notice to
ﬂl-:nw_n:r.lurllﬁ:hﬂ]dﬂ,mmpamwtm:. If served by certified mail, the notice shall
be mailed to the owner, lien holder, occupant, or lesses's last known address or the
address to which the tax bill for the property was last mailed. If the owner doss not
reside on the property, and is not the person being served with the notice of violation, a
duplicate notice shall also be sent to the owner at the owner's last known sddress,

Estimated Cost of Abatement;

The notice of estimated cost of County remaoval shall include the estimated cast of the
removal of the hazardous comtition. In addition the notice shall siafe the actual costs of
any additional inspections, incidental costs, and any associnted legal costs will also be
assessed upon the property if the hazardous condition is not removed by the violator
within the prescribed period of time.

Hazard Abatcment:

If the haward has not been abated by the compliance date established in the natice, the
County Loning Inspector will issue an arder of abatement directing the abatement of
the property by the Coanty within tem {10) days from that date.

121305 - Assessments

Omnee the hezardous condition has been removed, lhuﬁnd,mm:juinndh}rﬂmﬂnmy,lh:
actual costs of shatement, including the costs of additional inspections, incidental costs, and
any associated legal fees shall be assessed upon the property from which the hazardous
condition was removed, sbated, or enjoined. The assessment shall in part consist of an
itemnized billing for all coats, the dates the costs were incurred, and the legal description of
the property. The County shall record the assessment in the County Resorder's office for
Yuma County. A copy of the reconded assessment shall be served upon the owmer, any lien
holder, eccupant, or kessee in the manmer sef forth in Section 1213.04 {C) above, along witha
wrilten statement the assessment may be appealed 10 the Board of Supervisors,

Any assessment recorded after the effective date of this section of the Ordinance is prior and
supertor 1o all other liens, obligatons or other encumbrances, except liens for general taxes
and prior recorded morigages. A sale ol the property to satisfy an assessment obtained under
the terms of this section of the Ordinance shall be made on a judgment of foreclosure and
order of sale. The County may bring an action o enforce the lien in the supericr court in the
county in which the property is located at any time after the recording of the assessment, but
faihure to enforce the len by such action does not affect its validity, The reconded assessment
i prima facie evidence of the ruth of all matters recited n the assessment and of the
repalarity of all procesdings before the recording of the assessment,
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Imposed assessments run against the property until they are paid and are due payable to the
Yuma County Department of Development Services in equal anmeal installments as foflows:

A, Assessments of less than five hundred dollars shall be paid within one year after
the assessment is recorded.

B. Assessments of five hondred dollars or more bt less than one thowsand dollars
shall be paid within two years after the asseasment is recorded,

. Azsessments of one thousand dollars o moee but bess than five thousand dollars
ghall be paid within three years afler the assessment is recorded.

B, Assessmenis of five thousand dollars or more bt less than ten thowsand dollars
shall be paid within six years affer the assessment i3 reconded,

E.  Assessments of ten thousand dollars or more shall be pasd within ten years after
the assessment i3 recorded.

A prior assessment for the purposes provided in this section of the Ordinance isnot a barto a
subsequent assessment or assessments for such purpeses and any number of liens on the
same Lot or tract of land may be enforced in the same astion.

1213.06 - Appeal

The owner, any lien holder, lesses or occupant receiving & wrilten notice or any subsequent
assessments pursuant to this section of the Ordinancs may appeal from both the aotice or the
assassments to the Yuma County Board of Supervisors in the following manper;

A, All such appeals shall be filed in writing with the Cleck of the Board of
Supervisars.

B. Formotices, thenotice of appeal shall be filed with the Clerk of the Board not more
than fifteen (15) calendar days after service of the viclation notice. For appeal of
assessments, the notice of appeal shall be filed with the Clerk of the Board not
mare than fifteen (15) calendar days after service of the recorded assessment,

C. The filing of an appeal to an assessment has the effect of precleding the County
from secking a judgment of foreclosure and order of sale on the property until such
uime & the Board of Supervisors takes legal action on the appeal,

D. The notice of appeal filed by the appellant shall identify the property and state
chearly and suceinctly all relevant facts and all reasons why the appellant should not
b held responsible for the sbatement or removal of the hazardous condition, or
why the appellant should not be held responsible for any assessment subseqisent to
County remaval, abatemnent, or injunction of the hazardous condition.
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E. Upon receipt of the notice of appeal the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors ghall

schedule the matter for appeal to the Board of Supervisors within thirty (30)
calendar days, or &5 soon thereafier as is practical.

The Clerk of the Board of Supervisors shall also transmit copies of the nofice of
appeal to the County Attorney and the Zoning Inspector. The Zoning Inspector
shall transmit a certified copy of all public records regarding the case to the Clerk
af the Boand s they may be presented to the Board of Supervisors prior to the date
set for the appeal.

The Clerk of the Board shall notify the appellant, the Zoning Inspector, and the
County Attorney of the date, time and place of the appeal hearing by certifisd mail
unless waived by the parties at least ten (10) days prior to the date of the hearing.

All appeals to the Board of Supervisors shall be upon the record, The Chairperson
of the Board of Supervisors shall preside at all sppeal hearings and shall decide all
guestions pertaining to procedurs, Each party shall be allowed five minutes to
present oral arguments.  Time limits may be exiended ai the discretion of the
Chairperson. All members of the Board of Supervisors shall be allowed to question
all parties appearing before them, Decisions to reverse or modify the motice or
assessment shall be decided upon motion and majority vote of the Board of
Supervisors, Failure io obdain a majonity vote to reverse or modify the violation
notice or assesament shall be conatrued a8 upholding the notice or assessment.

1211.07 - Supercisions
