Summary of Pass Program for New Melones Lake 
Recreation Enhancement Act 

Standard Amenity Fee:  A fee charged at designated REA sites that have a combination of basic amenities such as    
picnic tables, trash receptacles, toilets, developed parking, interpretive signing, and security. 
 
Expanded Amenity Fee:  A fee charged at designated REA sites for specialized facilities and services such as boat 
launching, camping and recreational vehicle dump station use.
