In accordance with FAR 13.501(a)(1)(ii), the proposed contractual action is pursuant to the statutory authority of 41 U.S.C. 253(c)(1).
1. Agency and Contracting Activity. 
Requesting Agency:  Bureau of Reclamation, Northern California Area Office (NCAO), 16349 Shasta Dam Blvd, Shasta Lake, CA 96019.
Contracting Activity:  Bureau of Reclamation, Acquisition Services MP-3800, 2800 Cottage Way, Sacramento, CA 95825.
2. Nature/Description of Action.  This requirement is for solid waste disposal garbage services for the Northern California Area Office which is located in and around the areas of Shasta Dam, and Keswick Dam.  The requirement will be awarded a firm fixed price contract.  The Fiscal Year 2016 funding in the amount of $37,023.30 has been made available via purchase request number 40210515 and planning number 16NCAO002.
3. Description of Supplies/Services.  The Bureau of Reclamation, Northern California Area Office (NCAO) is responsible for Shasta Dam, Keswick Dam, Spring Creek Powerplant, Whiskeytown Dam, J. F. Carr Powerplant and the area surrounding each location.  NCAO has a solid waste disposal service requirement for the above areas.  The trash collection services are to ensure the health and safety of personnel.  The services will be on a set schedule or on an on-call basis, depending on the location.  The estimated cost for the base year is $37,023.30, plus four (4) option years at a cost of $167,553.82, for a total cost of $204,577.12. 
4.  Statutory Authority Permitting Other than Full and Open Competition. 
The proposed contractual action is pursuant to FAR 13.501(a)(1)(ii) and statutory authority of 41 U.S.C. 1901.
5. Demonstration of Contractor’s Unique Qualifications. 
The proposed sole source contractor is USA Waste of California, Inc., a subsidiary of Waste Management.  USA Waste of California, Inc. has performed this service for the Bureau of Reclamation for the past 5 years, and is the only authorized solid waste disposal provider within Shasta County, for areas outside of the Redding city limits. 
6. Description of efforts made to maximize competition.  Because Shasta Country governs solid waste disposal within the county, and has identified USA Waste of California, Inc., a subsidiary of Waste Management, as the sole provider of this service, it is not possible to maximize competition.  A sole Source Intent notice will be posted to Federal Business Opportunities (FBO) and FedConnect to notify potential competitors of the requirement.  The notice will invite businesses to submit their information if they believe they can perform the services.  All responses received will be reviewed and evaluated by the Government to determine whether the requirement could be open up to other contractors  
7. Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost.  USA Waste of California, Inc., a subsidiary of Waste Management, has a schedule of prices for their services by geographical location for residential and commercial customers.  Prices offered to the Government are the same rates offered to the general public are determined fair and reasonable. 
8. Description of Market Research Conducted.  A search was conducted using System for Award Management (SAM) with NAICS code 562111, Solid Waste Collection with a result of three (3) vendors (Big Valley Septic Service, Site Work Solutions, and USA Waste of California, Inc.). On October 30, 2014, called City of Redding, Solid Waste at 530-221-4784 and confirmed that USA Waste of California, Inc. is the only authorized waste hauler by Shasta County for outside of the City of Redding.  Based on this search, it is deemed to be that only USA Waste of California, Inc. is available to fulfill this requirement.  Also on a prior contract, an extensive market research was performed for solid waste disposal (garbage services) in this area and a full and open competition solicitation was advertised with no quote submits. 
9. Any Other Supporting Facts.  None
10. Listing of Interested Sources.  No other sources have expresses interest in this requirement.
11. Actions Taken to Remove Barriers to Competition.  The COR will continually review the market conditions to search for additional potential sources for this service.
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
