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ABSTRACT

In 1985, the Department of the Interior (DOI) initiated a program to identify the nature and extent of irrigation-induced water-quality problems that may exist in the Western United States. The DOI Irrigation Drainage Program has conducted field reconnaissance investigations at 20 areas. Many other irrigation project areas with federal responsibilities were screened by the Irrigation Drainage Task Group, and 12 of those areas were recommended for detailed desk evaluations. The desk evaluations represent the third level of a screening and review process for determining if any additional areas warrant a field reconnaissance investigation.
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
