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In response to increasing concern about the quality of irrigation drainage and its potential effects on fish, wildlife, and human health, the U.S. Department of the Interior studied related water-quality problems. This report lists data for water-quality and biota samples from 1988 to 1990, as part of a detailed study of the effects of irrigation drainage on water quality and biota in 
the Kendrick Reclamation Project area. Water samples collected for analysis included surface water, groundwater and pore water. Surface-water samples from the North Platte River, major tributaries, lakes, reservoir, wetlands, drains, and canals were collected. In addition, groundwater samples and pore water from subsurface soil samples were collected. Trace element concentrations were determined for all water samples. Biological samples collected for analysis included samples of aquatic vegetation and invertebrates, fish, and aquatic birds. Aquatic bird use of the Kendrick area was monitored by weekly census. 
Reproductive success of nesting Canada geese and American avocets was monitored.
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
