The General Map sheets show in tabular form the irrigable area in each farm unit by classes of
land and the portions within each farm unit required for rights-of-way or designated as Closs 5(tempo-
rarily unproductive). Class 6 (non-irrigable),or "high" The land classes indicated in the tabulation
on the maps were designoted and established ondJuly 22, 1960 by the Regional Director, Region |, Bureau
of Reclamation, for and on behalf of the Secretary of the Interior. Lands in Class 5 are regaorded as
being tempororily unproductive because of seepage conditions. Londs in Class 6 are regarded as non-
irrigable. Londs designated as "high" ore regorded as being at aon eievation beyond the economical reach
of the distribution system being provided for the irrigation block. The State of Washington ond ap-
propriate <counties have furnished, upon the solicitations of The United Stotes, information showing

changes in alinement and rights -of-way for public highways and roads under their jurisdiction. To the
extent that it has been practicoble so to do, these data ‘have been correc?ly. placed and shown on this
revised plat, In the last year of the development period for the block an announcement to the Irrigation
District will be issued by the Secretary of the Interior establishing ond fixing the Irrigable areas
