Summary of Changes

Delete. BGT 01-06, developed in 1995, was based upon requirements from the Office of Management and Budget, based on circular A-lI
requirements. The ‘financial statements’ are no longer part of the budget submission. Object class information and Program and Financial
schedules are required by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) and are part of data entry into the online system for the President’s Budget
Appendix (MAX A-ll). However, the requirement for the regions to submit object class information Is no longer required and is fulfilled by the
Commissioner’s Program and Budget Office. Object class information is derived from financial documents and projected, using economic
assumptions. OMB and Congress no longer require this information in the budget books. Overall, the Regional staff is no longer involved in this
task. Half of the task is obsolete. The other half changed significantly and is managed solely in the Commissioner’s Program and Budget Office
and warrants a desk guide rather than a Directive and Standard to govern the process
