Definitions:


Transferred Works:  Buildings and structures owned by Reclamation, but operated by a non-Federal party under contract.


Reserved Works:  Buildings and structures owned, occupied, and operated by Reclamation.  While Reclamation is only currently include “Reserved Works” buildings in its energy reduction calculations for existing buildings, exempting transferred works does not apply to new construction.


EISA:  Energy Independence and Security Act of 2007


Major Renovation:  A major renovation project is one with a “Field Cost” of 50% or more of the building’s Current Replacement Value (CRV).
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
